Purpose of BTAMSs Network from draft website revision: 

Understanding where brook trout is is crucial to then understanding how we can implement 

management actions to increase their numbers. In 2025, the brook trout workgroup committed to 

increasing brook trout abundance in at least 10 long-term monitoring sites. To do this, each state 

designated two primary Brook Trout Abundance Monitoring Sites (BTAMSs) to observe how 

environmental changes and management actions affect brook trout population numbers. With a 

better understanding of what actions can be taken to increase brook trout abundance, we can 

ensure the best populations are thriving and expanding into new habitat.
