Forest Sensitivity to Atmospheric N Deposition in Phase 7 of the Chesapeake Watershed 
Model – Joseph Delasantro (EPA, ORISE fellow) 

Loading sensitivity to atmospheric deposition from forested load sources is being 
evaluated for Phase 7. Literature review suggests a significantly higher sensitivity than in 
Phase 6, but questions remain regarding the relative sensitivity between different 
forested load sources as well as the relationship between sensitivity and loading rates.
